	Boat hull & deck
	Check for compliance on MC numbers, permits and registration.
	
	

	
	Place first aid kit on board.
	
	

	
	Check for leaks or rot at chainplates, windows, hatches and seams.
	
	

	
	Inspect for stress cracks on deck.
	
	

	
	Evaluate integrity of rudder, keel, propeller and cutlass bearing.
	
	

	
	Lubricate and exercise all seacocks. Document their location.
	
	

	
	 Prep bottoms for paint according to marina regulations.
Interlude:  WM CPP (Blue)  Overture:  WM CPP (Blue)

Manitou  VC-17   Voyager:  WM CPP (Red)    Begin painting as weather permits. (Do not paint over the Transducer)
	
	

	
	Life lines & stanchions: Check to see that they are in good condition

& firmly attached to the deck. Repair/replace or tighten as needed.
	
	

	
	Inspect the mast boot for corrosion, signs of compression or cracks.
	
	

	
	Lubricate and adjust steering. Check integrity of tiller stops.
	
	

	
	Paint or clean inside of lazarettes and storage bins.
	
	

	
	Check cockpit scuppers and drainage hoses for blockage.
	
	

	
	Clean and wax freeboard.
	
	

	
	Close winter drainage holes in rudder BEFORE LAUNCH.
	
	


	Electrical &

Electronics
	Battery: Check electrolyte level, clean terminals, charge & install.
	
	

	
	Power panel: Check for proper operation of breakers and main

switches. Tighten all connections.
	
	

	
	External lighting: Test navigation, compass and masthead lights. Clean contacts and rep lace bulbs as needed.
	
	

	
	Cabin lights: Check connections and for proper operation.
	
	

	
	VHF radio: Clean and grease coax cable. Install antenna & receiver.

Check for proper operation.
	
	

	
	GPS: install antenna & receiver. Check for proper operation.

   Handheld:  check and/or replace batteries.
	
	

	
	Instruments: Test and assure reliability of tachometer, depth sounder

and knotmeter.
	
	

	
	Shore power: Install power cord and check ship AC electrical system and

dock connections for proper operation.
	
	

	
	Compass: Check for readability and reliability of compass.

Compensate accuracy as necessary,
	
	


	Plumbing
	Hose & clamps: Inspect for damage. Tighten or replace as needed. 
Hoses on though-hull fittings must be double clamped.
	
	

	
	Fresh water tank: Flush and sanitize fresh water systems. Check for

leaks.
	
	

	
	Bilge pump: add water to bilge so that the intakes are covered.

Operate both electric and manual pumps. Clean filters.
	
	

	
	Head & holding tank: Exercise and lubricate head pump and valves. Inspect head and lines for leaks. Replace worn parts. Wipe mold

and mildew from areas. Add chemical.
	
	


	Engine
	Check all hoses and clamps for leaks or signs of wear, Tighten belts.
	
	

	
	Change impeller.
	
	

	
	Change fuel filters -  RACOR and secondary.  Bleed air from fuel lines.
	
	

	
	Check motor mounts and alignment, and shaft set-screw safety wire.
	
	

	
	Test transmission shifting and cable functions.
	
	

	
	Check and adjust stuffing box. (3-5 drips per minute)
	
	

	
	Check oil level and transmission fluid,   * Voyager:  oil in transmission
	
	

	
	Inspect sacrificial anodes and replace as necessary.
	
	


	Rigging &

sails
	Standing rigging: Check all masthead hardware. Inspect furlers,

turnbuckles and toggles, cotter pins and rings, and other hardware for

hairline cracks, rust, or damage. Lubricate, repair or replace,
	
	

	
	Running rigging: Inspect halyards, sheets, boom yang etc. for chafe,
	
	

	
	Tune mast and rig.
	
	

	
	Disassemble and grease winches. Replace broken parts,
	
	

	
	Inspect blocks, fairleads, and gooseneck; spinnaker lines and gear.
	
	

	
	Sails: Inspect seams, corners, battens and pockets. Repair or replace.
	
	


	Safety*
	Distress items: Check number and expiration dates on flares. Check

that the horn and whistle are functional,
	
	

	
	Flashlights: Check that hand held spotlight and emergency

Flashlights are functional.  Replace batteries and supply extras.
	
	

	
	Man overboard gear. Check condition and number of PFDs (# of

berths +2), Attach proper line and whistle to horseshoe or ring buoy.

Review compliance with Coast Guard regulations.
	
	

	
	Fire extinguishers: Proper type, fully charged and properly mounted.
	
	

	
	First aid kit: Verify expiration dates and replenish contents,
	
	

	
	Anchor & rope: Inspect primary and secondary anchor assemblies for

damage and proper fit.   Inspect seizing wires for integrity.
	
	

	
	Towlines, shoreline, docklines: Inspect for chafe, and proper length.
	
	

	
	Fenders and rub boards: Evaluate condition and adequate number.
	
	

	
	Charts: Ensure appropriate charts are on board and up to date.
	
	


	Cabin and Brightwork
	 Stove: Clean and check for proper operation. Remove curtains from

 over cooking areas.
	
	

	
	Wood paneling: Clean and treat with an oil finish as needed,
	
	

	
	Kitchen dishes/utensils: Check for proper types and numbers.
	
	

	
	Wood trim: Clean, REMOVE and strip as necessary. Apply Sikkens.
	
	

	
	Decks, cockpit, cabin top: Clean with appropriate cleaner-protector.
	
	

	
	Drawers & lockers: Clean and throw away all unnecessary junk.
	
	


	Miscellaneous
	Cockpit bimini and mosquito netting: Inspect, repair or replace,
	
	

	
	Barbecue grill: Inspect for completeness and clean.
	
	

	
	Stock oil, spare parts and supplies. Place inventory* * list on board.
	
	

	
	L. 4 boats:  Get dinghy from sailhouse.  Inflate and repair if necessary.
	
	

	
	Place Maintenance Log on boat.  Update for previous year if necessary.
